familiar with The Show 
Cabernet Sauvignon. If 
not, the story is that 3 
California wine makers 
(Joel Gott, Roger Scom-
megna, Charles Bieler) 
got together to make 
great wines at great pric-
es. Like The Show Cab-
ernet, The Show Malbec 
is pretty good bang for 
your buck, and should be 
popular this grilling season. 
Full and plush with juicy 
blackberry and spice notes, 
tangy acidity, and smooth 
tannins, this is a winner 
with steaks and kabobs.

Vinos Sin Ley Afinus, 
Spain, $8.99 – We’ve 
been carrying wines from 
Vinos sin Ley (Wines with-
out Law) for quite some 
time now. They are excel-

lent values all around. The Afinus is no 
exception. Made with 100% Grenache, 
Afinus is loaded with bright, punchy red 
fruit, a touch of spice, and supple tannin. 
This is a terrific everyday wine that will 
make fast friends with your grilled red 
meats and pizza.

Cartlidge & Brown Sauvi-
gnon Blanc, Lake County, 
$11.99 – Like their Cabernet 
Sauvignon, the Sauvignon 
Blanc from Cartlidge & Brown 
is a good example of varietal 
fundamentals. A lightly herba-
ceous nose, good crisp acidity 
with grapefruit, citrus, and a 
touch of melon on the palate 
make this wine very refresh-
ing. Chill this down and serve 
it on a warm day with fresh 
grilled chicken!
